The Madrid system is the earliest international trademark registration system in the world with a history of
127 years. It originated from the Madrid Agreement signed in 1891. The agreement is based on the Paris Con-
vention for the Protection of Industrial Property Rights and embodies the principles of the Paris Convention.
On April 1, 1996, the Madrid Protocol was formally implemented, forming a unified system for the implemen-
tation of the two treaties, providing a choice for trademark owners worldwide.

The abuse of trademark rights is caused by malicious registration. Judicial regulations of the abuse of trade-|
mark rights can not only combat malicious litigations, malicious complaints, and other forms of abuses of
rights, but also curb malicious registration in return. In the Supreme Court’ s Ellassay and Uniqlo cases and|
Tianjin High Court’s A-Z TOWN case, etc., courts dismissed plaintiffs’ claims when courts found that plain-
tiffs maliciously registered trademarks or hoarded trademarks without the intention of use; in the two Teletel
TELEMATRIX cases heard respectively by Jiangsu High Court and Beijing IP Court , Zhejiang High Court’
s CPU case, and the Hangzhou Intermediate Court’ s Bayer’ s Yesimei case, courts went further and held that
malicious registrars, as defendants in the cases, were liable. Courts initially outline the framework for prevent-|
ing the abuse of trademark rights in the above-said cases, and judicial regulations of the abuse of trademark
rights became a new hot issue in trademark law. Experts and judges will fully discuss, explore, and share their]
experiences at the conference.
